Would you like to spend some time in your child’s school and make a real difference? The Media
Center is a great place to do just that. The Media Center needs morning and/or afternoon assistance
with general organizational tasks such as filing catalogs, shelving books, making bulletin board dis-
plays, typing etc. No experience necessary; we will be happy to train you.

Heard any good books lately?

The Media Center is introducing Playaways — the first-self playing audio books. Students love technology and spend
much of their free time using MP3 players and similar devices. Fluency, listening skills, and comprehension can in-
crease when students are provided with models of fluent reading.

Playaways are digital audiobooks with an entire book loaded on a durable unit about half the size of a deck of cards.
Each Playaway title comes with a triple A battery, a lanyard, “on”, “play”, “pause”, and “off” buttons. They offer sharp,
clear sound every time you turn them on. Students must provide their own ear buds or headphones for sanitary rea-
sons. Playaways are designed with a universal earphone jack to work with almost any type of headphone, speaker,
or car adapters.

We also have some recorded books on CD and cassette format for borrowing. If your child chooses to borrow one of
these new items, please reinforce responsibility and appropriate book care strategies, as these new materials are
more costly than a paperback or hardcover book. The purchase price is on each item. If you would rather not have
your child held responsible for the new audiobooks, please talk with them so that they will know not to browse in this
section when checking out a book. With almost 600 students it is difficult for the Media staff to monitor which book(s)
every child chooses. Although we teach students how to select appropriate books, some children pick a particular
book by the cover design or if it is a new book, and not by the content or level of difficulty. If your child continually
brings home a book that is too difficult, please tell him/her to return it to the Media Center and we will try to find one
that is a better match for him/her.
